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The Speicherstadt is the world's largest warehouse complex 

located in the port of Hamburg, extends over 26 hectares 

and comprises of 17 building complexes, each seven to eight 

stories high, with more than 300,000 square meters of 

storage area. For over a hundred years, these warehouses 

have held high-value goods such as coffee, tea, cocoa, 

spices, tobacco, and, in recent decades, oriental carpets.. 

Since 1991, the unique district has been given historic 

monument protection. Just recently, it was awarded the 

status of UNESCO World Heritage Site. 

 

During the all senses ´tour the guests will experience the 

history of the warehouse district by all senses, they will smell 

and taste coffee and tea in the ancient buildings, learn about 

their history and do most of the tour walking through the 

quarter whose Neo-Gothic red-brick outer facade features 

richly ornamented brickwork, alcoves, and glazed terra cotta 

ornaments that bear witness to the city’s economic 

prosperity.

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This trip in a small boat called “Barkasse”, a wooden barge, 

will comfortably navigate through the harbour which is 

famous for its very large container ships and terminals. A 

guide will moderate the tour and talk about the warehouse 

district and the new Harbor City.
